97 years ago today, on April 3, 1912, 52 Finns and Finnish-Americans left the Finnish port
of Hanko, boarded the SS Polaris for a stop at Copenhagen, Denmark before arriving at Hull
on England’s east coast. From there, they joined 14 other Finns who were destined to
board the RMS Titanic in Southampton on April 10, 1912. Who these 66 Finns were and
what their stories were is the subject of my continuing research. I was very pleased to

begin telling this story as Titanic’s Missing Woman at the 2008 Duluth FinnFest last July.

2010 EVENT PROPOSED

I proposed a presentation for the monthly FACA meeting (finnfaca.org) in St Paul, MN next
Spring, in April 2010. We will hopefully work out all the details and make a more formal
announcement about this great evening later in 2009.
